Quarterly Bereavement meetings have also be
part of our support program, providing much needed support and acknowledgment of these families.

FAMILY CAMP
Held at Woodman Point in 2009 and 2010 so we can incorporate the numbers wishing to at-
tend. 130 and 131 respectively.

BEREAVEMENT MEETINGS

Initially we started doing these quarterly as in previous years. However we did do a few
extra towards the latter part of the year due to parent needs. We have also started hold-
ing these away from the hospital as this was a deterrent for some parents.

LOVE HEARTS TO HEAVEN

This was held later in the year than previous years, due to staff changes in cardiology and
just general obstacles. We held this at the Quarry Amphitheatre in Floreat. We had 4 re-
gional families attend including one family that flew down from North of WA, thanks to
HKA and Manchester Unity kindly paying their air fare for the event. We had around 12
other families attend. The numbers were down from previous events and that may be con-
tributed to due to bad or inconsistent weather on the day.

HOSPITAL VISITS

My hours have increased to 35 hours per week so | am more available to

visit families in hospital. Our relationship with cardiology is very strong

and we have great communication between us, which allows us to service and support our
families well. Our pre -natal families are also being made more aware of our support group
through the support of our cardiologists.

FA SCHEME & HKA Funds

The Harvey Eleanor Society through a Heartkid parent contact, Melanie Taylor, kindly do-

nated $1000 the end of last year to help families in hospital in emergency situations. We
have helped 11 families in PMH with these funds and a further 6 with the monies from the
HKA Manchester unity funding, who were travelling interstate or under palliative care.

Heartkids WA have also funded lunches or food for families in hospital during long stays or

surgery for their heartkid. Funds have also been put towards counselling for bereaved
families, or families under extreme stress. Approx monies spent for all these funds would

be $4500. This service is a huge help to our families. We will need to source more funding
in 2011 for our own FA scheme.
